	Optional/General comments


	It would be much better to contextualize the research work in the introduction section! He ought to discuss the concepts and/or relevance of teachers’ perceptions, dispositions, and explicit instructions in line with the teaching of grammar. 
This should also be supported evidence in the introduction instead of providing much information about the importance of English. The work is all about the teachers’ perceptions and their dispositions about explicit grammar instructions which are directly related to the research questions. 
There should be some literature on the methodology part to support sampling techniques, sample size and selection criteria. Unless this is supported by evidence, it seems personal opinion. What does the literature say about sampling technique? What sample size? Why 20 teachers? What is the total number of the teachers? Do the two teachers really represent the total teachers in each school? Do these really reflect the perceptions and dispositions of the total population? Is this failr and convincing? 

In the result section, I couldn’t see the importance of writing the research question! 

The discussion part is scanty. It needs more discussions in comparison with more recent related studies. It is very short!

The conclusions should be somehow elaborated and no need to number the recommendations!

The reference should also be crosschecked and revised. The authors should also make sure the citations and referencing are consistently done. If APA style is preferable used, the same should be followed in the reference section.
There is no concrete evidence for ethical issue in this manuscript.
