	The manuscript requires moderate revision for clarity and academic tone. Many sentences are too long and complex, with grammatical errors, inconsistent tense use, and awkward phrasing. Editing is needed to improve readability and scholarly communication.

	To strengthen the paper, the authors should revise the abstract, streamline the discussion, and correct referencing and language issues.
