	Despite the quality of research, there are some aspects that can be considered weaknesses or limitations:

1-Limited generalizability: The research is based on case studies of only three companies. This limits the sustainability of results to the entire manufacturing sector in ASEAN, especially since the region is dominated by small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs). Although the mixed methodology mitigates this limitation, the results may not apply to companies with limited resources or less sustainable practices.

2-Reliance on self-reported data: Quantitative data from corporate sustainability reports may contain potential biases, as companies may tend to amplify environmental achievements. Although the research suggests that it has used verification methods across multiple sources, this remains a fundamental challenge.

3-Focus on specific sectors: Although the choice of electronics, textiles, and automotive sectors makes sense and appropriate, challenges and opportunities may vary in other important sectors in ASEAN, such as agriculture or food processing.
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
