It advances understanding of how AI adoption reshapes comparative advantage, particularly benefiting developing economies.

	Yes, however, improvements are needed as follows:
1. The paper heavily relies on the paper published by Bank Indonesia, which raises concerns about the originality.

2. Handling of the data and the collection of the data are not explicitly discussed in the paper. For example, it is questionable whether AI readiness data exists from 2010 to 2022 for all 151 countries. Also, the 151 countries involved are not listed. 

3. The identification and specification strategy of the variables is not clear. 

4. The literature review is merely descriptive and lacks synthesis. 
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	1. The proportion of recent references is relatively low compared to older sources.
2. Recheck some of the references. For example, no. 4 and 8 are repetitive. 

3. Suggest diversifying the papers selected for reference. 

4. Standardise the citation style.
