There is a noticeable discrepancy in the skin phototype between the clinical photograph (Figure 1), which shows a patient with Fitzpatrick Type IV skin, and the dermoscopic image (Figure 2), where the peri-lesional skin appears significantly lighter (Type I).

 While I understand that dermoscopic lighting and pressure blanching can alter color perception, the difference here is striking. Please verify that Figure 2 belongs to the same patient described in the text. If it is a representative image from a different case, this must be explicitly stated in the figure legend.
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
