Overall, the article addresses an interesting and relevant topic, and the case presented adds value to the literature. However, below I provide section-by-section comments and suggestions aimed at improving the overall quality and clarity of the manuscript.

ABSTRACT

The abstract is well written and clearly presents the study; however, it should be structured according to the journal’s guidelines.

KEYWORDS

The keywords are appropriate; however, it is recommended that they be standardized according to MeSH terms.

Suggestions below:

Xanthogranuloma, Juvenile; Histiocytosis, Non-Langerhans-Cell; Histopathology.

MAIN TEXT

INTRODUCTION

The references in the Introduction section should be standardized, particularly regarding their placement before or after punctuation marks, following the journal’s formatting guidelines. A minor revision is recommended.

Last paragraph:

Better rewritten as:

Although its etiology remains unknown, recent studies suggest that it may represent a reactive process triggered by factors that have not yet been identified.

CLINICAL CASE

The section heading “CLINICAL CASE” above does not conform to the journal’s guidelines and should be revised to “PRESENTATION OF CASE.” Additionally, the first two paragraphs of this section would benefit from being combined into a single paragraph to improve the logical flow of information. Another important point to address is the tense used throughout the case report, which varies between present and past; standardizing the verb tense is recommended for consistency.

3rd paragraph could be improved and rewritten as follows:

“During dermatological evaluation, a dermatosis was observed on the left upper eyelid, characterized by a solitary yellow-orange papular lesion, rounded in shape, approximately 6 mm in diameter, with firm consistency, well-defined borders, and a smooth surface. The lesion had an evolution of five months, was painless, and was associated with difficulty in opening the eye (Figure 1).” 

The description of the diagnostic and complementary studies could be better organized (somewhat confusing). In particular, the histopathological results should appear right after “Histopathological study of the skin is requested,” rather than in a separate paragraph, which would make the case presentation easier to follow.

DISCUSSION

1st paragraph

The term “Juvenile xanthogranuloma (JXG)” was already defined in the Introduction section. Although this may not strictly violate the journal’s guidelines, it is recommended to use the abbreviation consistently after its first definition. Please review.

2nd paragraph

In the second paragraph, the abbreviation for “Juvenile xanthogranuloma” is incorrectly written as “XGJ.” Please correct it to “JXG”.

3rd paragraph, last line

The abbreviation “HCNL” is used without definition. According to the journal’s guidelines, all abbreviations should be defined at first use. Please review.

CONCLUSION

The conclusion provides a clear and comprehensive summary of JXG, emphasizing its clinical characteristics, diagnostic approach, and management considerations. To enhance readability, the final sentence could be divided into two, and the first sentence could be rewritten as: 

“JXG is a condition with well-defined clinical features and a self-limiting course, characterized by distinctive morphological findings.”

REFERENCES

The references are relevant but should be standardized for journal abbreviations, title capitalization, punctuation, spacing, and DOI format according to the journal’s guidelines.
