Word Choice: Some phrases are informal or imprecise for academic writing (e.g., "coming down with co-infection" instead of "developing co-infection").

Statistical Reporting: There are errors in reporting statistical terms (e.g., "9% C.I" instead of the standard "95% confidence interval").
