	Optional/General comments


	The problem of adverse drug interactions between drugs prescribed to a single patient with a comorbid pathology is very important. These issues are certainly well studied in the educational process of medical and pharmaceutical specialists at both undergraduate and postgraduate levels. However, the issue of adequate actions in practice is very complex. In view of this, it is relevant to highlight in scientific articles real cases of drug interaction results and adequate corrective actions of the multidisciplinary medical/pharmaceutical team, which will contribute to the improvement of their professional competencies. It is important that the authors of the article provided a theoretical explanation for the interaction of warfarin with antimicrobial drugs, and also demonstrated the need to monitor the international normalized ratio and use this indicator to justify the dose of warfarin in order to avoid bleeding or thrombosis.
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
