Minor Comments:
1. The Introduction section lacks recent studies, although significant progress has been made in recent years. Relevant and up-to-date references should be included.

2. Temperature should be written correctly as °C instead of 0C throughout the manuscript.

3. The temperature variation mentioned (20 ± 5 °C) is too wide and should be justified or minimized.

4. The authors should clarify the criterion used for selecting the 12th day for observations, rather than other time points.

5. Spacing corrections are needed throughout the entire manuscript.

6. Figure legends should be placed below the figures and should include adequate descriptions for proper understanding.

7. Tables are missing units of measurement. For example, germination should be specified (percentage or number), and units should be provided for root length, shoot length, fresh weight, and dry weight.

8. The authors should explain how the salt dose was selected for the experiment. Additionally, it should be clarified whether preliminary experiments were conducted to determine the NaCl concentration that produces the maximum effect on germination.

9. Some references are listed in the reference section but are not cited in the main text. This should be corrected.
