The introduction provides good background but the main objective of the review is not clearly stated until the end.

The last sentence of Section 2 is unfinished Some statements require more specific references or quantitative data.

The table is useful and appropriate for a review article, but some improvements are needed.

Several ideas appear repeatedly across Sections 4, 5, 6, and 7, particularly:

· SOC improves soil fertility

· Mulberry biomass contributes to carbon sequestration

· Microbial decomposition stabilizes soil carbon

These concepts should be mentioned once in detail and briefly referenced later.

· Section 5 → explain carbon cycle

· Section 7 → focus only on mechanisms

Many statements are conceptual but lack quantitative evidence.

The current ASCII graph is not suitable for journal publication.
