	The manuscript addresses an important public health issue by applying Poisson-based time series models to analyze infectious disease dynamics among a vulnerable population in Nigeria. The topic is relevant and the dataset is valuable, with the combined use of PAR and PEWMA models offering potentially useful insights into persistence and co-infection patterns. However, there are notable concerns regarding methodological clarity, particularly in model specification, parameter interpretation, and treatment of dispersion. Some results are over-interpreted, and diagnostic discussions are limited. In addition, the manuscript would benefit from language refinement and improved organization to reduce redundancy. Overall, the paper has merit but requires moderate revision before it can be considered suitable for publication.
